At the request of its residents, the Muirfield Village
Homeowner's Association selected Andrews Architects to
conduct a land planning analysis to include a detailed master
development plan.

In response to the growing need for a full-service healthcare
campus in Northwest Columbus, Andrews Architects
conducted a site capacity analysis of a major land quadrant
located in Dublin, Ohio - one of the fastest growing suburbs
in the region. Central to the project was the determination of
the available acreage for a 120-bed hospital. Andrews
Architects studied the entire site to pin-point the best location
for the hospital and 80,000 square feet of medical office
buildings. Development on this unique site must follow not
only the strict City of Dublin Zoning Codes, but also the
overlapping Riverside Planned Commercial District (PCD)
development regulations. Andrews Architects' extensive
experience with this site, including separate studies of
multiple sub-areas within the tract, as well as several
surrounding parcels, has provided us with a thorough
understanding of all the regulations that apply to this location.
In addition, we have worked with authorities in the City of
Dublin and are familiar with the processes necessary to
modify the Riverside PCD regulations that were developed
in the 1980s to accommodate the needs of today's
marketplace and OhioHealth. During the various studies,
key areas of review included balancing current traffic and
compatibility concerns with the Avery Square Shopping
Center and the existing medical office buildings, as well as
analysis of stormwater management options. This site
capacity analysis served as a first step in establishing a
campus master plan for the site and provided guidance for
OhioHealth on the demanding regulations that currently
govern the area.

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Located on the corner of one of the city's most highly
trafficked intersections, it was necessary that the Shier
Rings Retail Center offer more visual-appeal than the average
retail center to gain zoning approval from the City of Dublin.
Andrews Architects' solution was to work with the developer
to create a new type of retail center that is functionally
different than the typical suburban retail development. The
design solution provided entrances for customers in both
the front and back of the store, which necessitated four-
sided architecture. The extremely noticeable site required
that parking spaces be located behind the center, so rear
entryways had to be visually appealing while accommodating
the necessary service areas. As a mixed-use retail
development, the site has two 7,000 square foot buildings
and a freestanding 7,000 square foot restaurant. The heavily
wooded site has extremely stringent zoning regulations tied
to it, hence, the Andrews Architects design solution involved
saving as many trees as possible to keep the natural beauty
of the location.
