Extremely strict zoning
requirements and sensitivity to neighboring property owners
required Andrews Architects to balance site engineering,
landscaping, and protection of the watershed with the need
to provide a cost-effective and attractive design for the
developer. Another important factor was to ensure that harmful
elements did not run into the stream, which necessitated
the design team being sensitive to the natural landscape.
The solution was to place the project into a very efficient
site footprint while providing attractive views of landscape
buffer zones to nearly every unit.The condominiums boast a
first floor master, fireplace, loft, two bedrooms upstairs, an
attached two-car garage and an optional sun room or
screened-in porch.
